
FIFTH GRADE CLASSROOM OBJECTIVES 

 

5TH GRADE COURSES 

Bible, Positive Action Bible Curriculum, Possessing The Land 

Students will study Old Testament characters. These characters include, but are not limited to, Adam, Abraham, 

Moses, Joshua, Ruth, and the Judges of Israel. The study of Biblical character traits and Bible memorization are 

important aspects of our Bible course. 

 

Math, A Beka Books, Arithmetic 5 

Students strive to master all the basic arithmetic concepts such as adding, subtracting, multiplying, and dividing. 

We will also learn fractions, decimals, problem solving strategies, and basic geometry.  

Language, A Beka Book, God’s Gift of Language B 

Students will cover the eight parts of speech, proper word usage, capitalization, punctuation, sentence structure and 

types, and diagramming sentences. Students will complete several book reports during the year. 

 

Reading, A Beka Books, numerous books 

Students use several readers which include fiction and non-fiction stories. Our goals are to improve oral reading 

skills and reading comprehension. 

 

Spelling, A Beka Book, Spelling and Vocabulary 5 

Each lesson will consist of words and vocabulary dealing with a similar theme. There will be a weekly test and quiz 

and activities to demonstrate understanding of the word list.Students that consistently work hard are able to 

compete in the annual Spelling Bee. 

 

Penmanship, Teaching Writing: Structure and Style by The Institute for Excellence in Writing  

During the first quarter, students review the formation and writing of cursive letters. The remainder of the year is 

focused on creative writing. Students will improve their writing skills by using new techniques that will add variety 

and interest to their writing. 

History/ Geography, A Beka Books, Old World History  and Geography 

Geography and Old World History are a combined class during the fifth grade. We study the continents and land 

formations. We also study countries, their capitals, and their importance in World History. Familiarity with map 

reading and geographical terms will be emphasized. 

Science/ Health, A Beka Book, Investigating God’s World / Enjoying Good Health  

The focus of the first three quarters will be science; the last quarter will consist of the study of health. Topics 

covered in science are nature, mammals, vertebrates, energy, geology, oceanography, weather, and astronomy. The 

fourth quarter will focus on topics concerning health and well being. These topics include the systems of the body, 

nutrients and diet, physical fitness, and how to be a good steward of the body God has given us. 

 

Spanish, Bob Jones University Press 

Students are taught to grasp the basics of Spanish. Students learn the colors, numbers 1-100, days of the 

week, months of the year, and body parts. Poetry, songs and Bible verses are included in their studies. 



Students will focus on the Spanish alphabet and begin studying verb usage. In addition, students will begin to 

better understand verb conjugating and more complex statements in Spanish. 

 

Music 

Students receive daily instruction in music theory using visual aids, Boom Whackers, and Melody Bells. 

 

Art 

Students complete seasonal art projects, and projects that complement the concepts being learned in the 

classroom.  

 

Physical Education, 

We believe that many healthy habits are developed as children. The students will participate in activities that
